Presentation on Maryport Taste of the Sea Festival
A presentation was received from Ms Anna Chippendale & Ms Ellie Jones, Allerdale Borough Council Events Manager & Business Services Co-ordinator, respectively, on proposals for a Maryport Taste of the Sea Festival to be held in August 2021. As part of Allerdale Borough Council’s ten-year strategy and Economic Recovery Plan, a provisional festivals and events calendar had been created. For Maryport, it was proposed to host a Taste of the Sea Festival which would piggyback on the success of Taste Cumbria but also carve out a niche for Maryport’s own annual festival which was all themed around the sea. 

A steering group of local businesses and town councillors had been created to discuss ideas and locations. A provisional overview of the festival per day had been developed encompassing the following entertainment:

· Fizz and Fish Garden / Street Theatre / Sea Shanty Band / Local Performers
· Producers’ Market
· Comedy Night
· Chef Demonstrations
· Children’s Activities
· Other Activities involving the local business, culture & wider community
Members asked a number of questions which were suitably answered. It was confirmed that funding for the event was through a grant from Sellafield, with support sought from other areas to enable the range of entertainment to be extended.
Resolved that the proposals be welcomed & supported.
